Hook the smaller hole of the ring onto the
looped part of the looped tape
Attach the cord adjuster to the lowest looped
part of the looped tape.
Insert the weight bar into the fabric.
Pass the lift cord through the large hole of the
ring, starting from the top of the fabric. If you
happen to omit a ring, the lift cord can be
inserted through the notch in the rings.
Pass the lift cord through the top of the cord
adjuster (1) and align the fastened position to
the top of the cord adjuster. The cord can be
fastened temporarily by hanging it on the
temporal hook and swinging the cord to the
opposite side (2). Wind the excess portion
of the lift cord around the cord adjuster.
* Determine the location where the lift cord is to
be wound by using the position that originally
came with the cord wound or marked with a pen
as the guide.
